SECTION 7: Handling and storage

7.1. Precautions for safe handling

Additional hazards when processed : Due to the organic solvents' content of the preparation: Vapours are heavier than air and
may spread along floors. Vapours may form explosive mixtures with air. Prevent the
creation of flammable or explosive concentrations of vapour in air and avoid vapour
concentration higher than the occupational exposure limits.
