SYSTEM CONSTRUCTION

Substrate: The surface must be clean, dry and free from
dust or grease. Slightly round off the sharp corners to
obtain good edge coverage.

Unprimed wood: Degrease, sand lightly and remove any
dust.

Metal: Degrease, remove all rust and make free of dust.
Treat with a suitable anti-rust Finess primer, then Finess
Quick Primer.

Plasterwork: Degrease, sand lightly and remove any dust.
