Preparation
The surface must be clean and free of dust and grease.
Carefully remove green algae and moss.

Unprimed wood:

Degrease using water and ammonia (use thinner for
merbau and meranti), slightly break sharp edges, sand
lightly in the direction of the grain and remove any dust
residue.

Treated wood in good condition: Degrease, sand lightly
in the direction of the grain and wipe off any dust residue.

Treated wood in poor condition: Remove old coats
using paint stripper, by scraping or sanding and prepare in
the same way as unprimed wood.
