Application: 
Can be applied outside on weathered sloping roofs covered in concrete tiles, fibre cement slates or 
corrugated sheeting.

Colour:

Stir thoroughly prior to use. Always apply 2 coats with a brush, woolly roller or airless spray. Dilute the 
first coat with 10% water depending on substrate suction. Do not dilute the second coat! 
Airless spray: (± 150 bar, nozzle opening 17) dilute the first coat with 20% water and apply the second 
coat undiluted once the first coat is dry. Always spray wet-on-wet. 
 
Covers: 
Approximately 2-2.5 m²/l, depending on the surface. 
15 l = approximately 40 m² in two coats. 
 
SYSTEM CONSTRUCTION 
 
Substrate: 
Check the substrate for irregularities and/or leaks. Remove all loose parts with a steel brush or scrape 
off with a filling knife. Next, clean thoroughly using a high-pressure cleaner or mechanically to ensure 
that all dirt, efflorescence, grease, dust, algae and moss has been removed. Then rinse thoroughly 
using clean water and allow to dry. Avoid the long time between the cleaning and application of the 
fibracryl (max. 3 weeks). 
 
Application data: 
- t°: Minimum object temperature 10°C 
- Avoid temperatures that are too high (>30°C) to ensure that drying is not too quick and that blistering, 
dark patches or overlaps cannot occur. 
- Do not apply when the atmospheric humidity (fog/mist) is high or when it might rain.
